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I-@E Although Mars is known for having the largest volcano in our Solar System, Olympus Mons, we
HIGH RESOLUTION IMAGING also find small-scale volcanic features on its surface. This fissure, less than 5oo meters across at
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its widest point, lies in the Tharsis region and is believed to be a vent from which lava flowed in
LPL ancient eruptions.
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
