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Looki ng for Changes IN An earlier image showed thick dust deposits accumulated downwind of

topographic obstacles, apparently formed by winds blowing across the

DUSt Drifts West Of surface. These deposits, nicknamed “whiskers” are evidently rare on
Mars, so far found in only a few places such as the summit of Tharsis
Alba Mons and on the flanks of the giant volcanoes.
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
