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Rivers beneath glaciers can deposit rocks and sand leaving a raised 
ridge, called an esker, when the glacier retreats. Sometimes sandy 

river beds can become cemented by minerals. Later when the river is 
gone and the uncemented soils next to the old river bed are eroded 

more easily, the old river bed itself is left standing.
