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On Mars we can observe four classes of bedforms in order of 
increasing lengths between the crests: ripples, transverse aeolian 

ridges (TARs), dunes, and what are called draas.  Here, this giant draa 
possess steep faces or slip faces several hundreds of meters tall and 

has lower-order superposed bedforms, such as ripples and dunes.
