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Why does HiRISE take so many repeat images of the same area? 
Repeat coverage actually serves a special purpose, such as detecting 

seasonal changes (frost deposition and sublimation) and temporal 
changes (dust devil tracks and avalanches.) These repeat images also 
give us a “sneak peek” of future pictures to determine any differences.
