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Here, the cones are larger than usual, perhaps approaching cinder 
cone sizes. What's really odd here is that the cones are associated with 

lighter areas with polygonal patterns. Such polygons are commonly 
visible on the denser portions of lava flows, while the rougher areas 

have more broken-up low-density crust.
