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This recent HiRISE image, acquired to certify a landing site for the 
mission, shows a distinctive crater with a very sharp rim and ejecta that 

is darker and bluer than almost all of this dust-covered region. This 
must be a very recent impact because there hasn’t been sufficient time 

for atmospheric dust to settle over this spot and re-brighten the surface.
