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At the image scale of a Context Camera image, the depression 
appears to expose layers especially on the sides or walls of the 

depression, which are overlain by dark sands presumably associated 
with the dark-toned unit. HiRISE resolution, which is far higher than that 

of the Context Camera and its larger footprint, can help identify 
possible layers.
