Searching for
Clinoforms in a
Possible Delta
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One line of evidence not yet investigated is to search for what are
called clinoforms. In geology, a clinoform refers to a steep slope of
sediment on the outer margin of a delta. This image seeks to test
whether those features are visible and help confirm that Mars in ancient
times had a standing body of water in this location.
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
