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On the surface of this bajada, one can see many sinuous ridges. These 
ridges mark the path that streams of water took as they flowed into this 
crater. The sinuosity of the ridges tells us something about the speed of 

the water flow. Fast moving flows tend to be straighter than slow-
moving.
