A Cone Shaped Hill
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There are many hills and knobs on Mars that reveal aspects of the local
geologic history. Typically the hills in the relatively-smooth region
surrounding this image are flat topped erosional remnants or mesas
with irregular or even polyhedral margins. These landforms suggest
wide spread erosion of the soft or weakly-cemented sedimentary

layers.
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
