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The morphology of the channel system and its islands have been 
preserved through the eons, but water has long been absent from this 

drainage system. Since then, winds have transported light-toned 
sediments across this terrain forming extensive dune fields within the 

channel system, on the floors of impact craters, and in other protected 
locations in the Palos Outflow Channel region.
