
This image shows one of millions of small craters and their ejecta material that dot the Elysium Planitia region of Mars. The 
small craters were likely formed when high-speed blocks of rock were thrown out by a much larger impact and fell back to the 
ground. Some of these blocks may actually escape Mars, which is how we get samples in the form of meteorites that fall to 
Earth. Other ejected blocks have insufficient velocity, or the wrong trajectory, to escape the Red Planet.
