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H ‘ E Crommelin Crater in northwest Meridiani Planum is a large structure which contains light-toned material with layered and stepped buttes. Other areas in this im-

age are covered by dust (which appears relatively blue in this representation). The layering may have been the result of sedimentation early in the history of
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
