
The long straight ridges seen here are called yardangs and they form on Mars (and Earth) when the wind strips 

away the inter-ridge material. This process is greatly aided when the wind is also blowing sand along. The sand 

grains do an effective job at stripping away loose material: these ridges are literally being sandblasted. 
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
