
This is a close-up of the western Medusa Fossae formation where we can see dust-covered rocky, bedrock sur-

faces (beige) and a bluish-tinted sand sheet that transitions into several dunes. The bluish sand is thought to 

originate from the bedrock that lies beneath the dust.
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
