
These cones are typically lighter and smoother than their surroundings, and also have different colors. One pos-

sible explanation for these features is that they formed as mud volcanoes. In a mud volcano, wet mud is pressur-

ized and then erupts onto the surface. This can take a variety of forms, depending on how wet and fluid the mud 

is.
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
