
 In this image, we see that some areas show numerous depressions, which suggests that these areas have lost 

some of the ice creating these “deflation features.” If we look closer, we can see surface polygonal patterns, 

which are common in cold regions on Earth and are indicators of shallow sub-surface water-ice.
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
