
Although much of what we see here is composed of massive and fractured bedrock, there are 

zones of rock fragmentation, called “brecciation.” These fragmented rocks are best viewed in the 

eastern portion of the central pit. Additionally, we see some occurrences of impact melt-bearing 

deposits that surround and coat the bedrock exposed within the central pit.
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
