Based on other HiRISE images, this particular
slump occurred between 9 March 2020 and
17 February 2021, corresponding to the
relatively warm spring and summer of the
Southern Hemisphere. This is among the
largest active slumps documented on Mars,
about 700 meters (0.4 mile) long.
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
